· Provide interventions that decrease barriers to service.
· Participate in the development of Individual Rehabilitation Plans and Comprehensive Rehabilitation Needs Assessments.
· Collaborate with other treatment providers.
· Document observations and information regarding services delivery in progress notes.
· Assist individuals to develop social skills and daily living skills.
· Provide crisis intervention and support crisis de-escalation.
· Participate in team meetings and case review meetings.
· All other duties as assigned.
